Description of application:   This free app helps students become confident with solving single variable linear equations in a game format.  There are 4 levels of difficulty and each has 5 algebraic equation questions.  Answers are simple integers from -10 to 10.  There are 3 choices for each question and students have 2 chances at getting the correct answer.  Students are timed and given a score after each level.  The goal is to become a top fighter.  Students get to pick their “fighter” from about 6 different players.
Incorporation:  This is a very simplistic game that  could  be used with self-contained students or co-teaching students who are struggling with this concept. Instruction can be differentiated since there are 4 levels of difficulty.  Students could challenge themselves to beat their time and/or their score.  Teacher could ask students to solve and show their work on paper and then collect it to see where they are making mistakes.
