This app can be used to address the Reading Standards for Key Ideas & Details, and Craft & Structure.  It can also be used to address the Writing Standards for Production and Distribution of Writing.



Description of application: 
Board Cam is an interactive wipeboard app.  This app to makes our iPad into a document camera in the classroom.  On the app screen, there are multi-colored pens to use to annotate students’ work as it is shown via the iPad’s camera or shown as an uploaded picture from the iPad.  The pens have adjustable width making them easy to write clearly with.  (The one drawback is the lack of a highlighter.) There is also a laser pointer feature built in.  Additionally, you can save your lesson via a built in video feature.  The videos are saved to your main iPad video storage, and from there, they can be shared anywhere.

Incorporation explanation: 
This app is wonderful for engaging students in close reading activities.  Teaching students how to annotate text is a skill.  With this app, students can watch as teachers annotate and comment, and teachers can record their lesson simultaneously for students to revisit later.  This app can also be used as an efficient way of displaying and discussing student work on the spot.  Students can bring up something that they have just written, receive feedback from the teacher and the class, and immediately revise based on the feedback.  Similarly, teachers can cull exemplars to facilitate effective writing instruction.
