Description of App:

This app provides a review for students of the different parts of speech and uses of phrases in the English language.  The review includes individual tests that include adjectives word choice, adverbs word choice, causative verbs, conditionals, conjunctions, nouns word choice, prepositions, pronouns word choice, similar words, and verb tense.  Users may purchase a full version of the app and unlock review of transitions, two-word verbs, verbs word choice, word families, adjectives word form, adverbs word form, nouns word form, verbs word form, non-count nouns and articles, and infinitives and gerunds.  Each quiz is composed of single sentences that contain blanks.  Users must select the coat the end of each test to show the user the results.  Once a test is completed, the results are saved.  Users may access the results at any time.  Users may tap on the bar graph/pie chart to review incorrect responses and retake those questions.  At the end of each test there is an option to share the results through social media or e-mail.  Users may also take a picture of the results to save to the camera roll.  There is a glossary icon available on the screen to give the definition of the selected part of speech.  The glossary also provides examples.  

Incorporation of App Into Classroom:

This app could be used in conjunction with a unit that focuses on writing and the parts of speech.  Many students do not understand parts of speech or word phrases, and therefore, do not use these words correctly in their writing.  When it comes time to edit and revise their work, students are unable to effectively do so because they do not have an understanding of the proper conventions of the English language.  After providing a mini-lesson on a part of speech, teachers may ask students to complete a mini review quiz using Grammar Up.  After completing this independently, students can e-mail results to the teacher so that the teacher can assess student understanding.
