App: Marvin

CCLS Standard Addressed:
All of the Reading standards can be addressed with this app, as well as the Language Standard to determine or clarify the meaning of unknown words.

Description of application: 
Marvin is an eReader with a tremendous amount of features.  It can link to Dropbox and share books (notes included) with up to 5 friends.  It easily links to the internet for finding PDPs or eBooks available for upload.  Within each book, highlight any item for definition, locating elsewhere in the text, highlighting,  notes, sharing via social media, connecting to Google, or simply copying to paste elsewhere.  It has a timer to track how long you've been reading.  It has a tab tracking how many times key characters and phrases appear in the text.  In terms of available eReaders, this one has more to offer than anyone I have seen yet.


Incorporation explanation:
This app presents another, manageable, stream-lined, user friendly way for reading and teaching with digital texts.  This app could be used for close reading annotation, where students highlight and make color-coded notes in their book, which they can share with friends in a reading circle.  Teachers can show their annotated and highlighted text as a demonstration of close reading.  Students' annotated texts can be shared via Apple TV as well.  The text search and key word tracking can be used for finding and discovering patterns.  Students can even search the text themselves for patterns or to track main ideas throughout the text.  Overall, this eReader offers visually beautiful and functional features that would add to any close reading instruction.
