This app appears to be a free tool that provides students with additional study tools by subject, photos, flashcards and rewards.  The application has key topics in SAT review for an additional .99 cents per month.  Creating Flashcards appear to be time consuming and not easy for students who are learning a new topic.  Students must enroll in the programs to have access them.

Incorporation explanation: Revision

Although I had students use this application, most suggested other programs that were more user-friendly. They suggested “iFlashcards”  by David Shelly, which I reviewed next.  Revision first appeared to be informative, but most of my students cannot afford a monthly charge, nor will they consistently use the application.  Most students use College Board for SAT and PSAT review.  For flashcards use, they a just looking for a simpler application that they can use for a variety of subjects.
