App: Sling Note

Description of application: 
When the iPad is held horizontally, the Sling Note app allows users to view a website and a notebook side-by-side.  The best feature is its ‘sling note’ action.  Here users can ‘cut’ anything from the website and ‘sling’ it onto the notebook page.  In the notebook, all expected notebook tools are available: colored pens, highlighters, text boxes, etc.  All items in the notebook can be easily moved about for organizational needs.  Notes from this app can be exported as a .pdf to most of your other notetaking apps, such as Notability, Evernote, Dropbox, eBackpack, and Google Drive.  As an English teacher, I love this app for ‘slinging’ text into a notebook for a close analysis of a text, but I imagine the possibilities for ‘slinging’ any item from the Internet.  It is also possible to add a second Internet browser and a calculator.

Incorporation explanation: 

This app is one of the most interesting online notetaking apps available.  This app is extremely useful for annotation. During research projects, students can be reading any source online and ‘sling’ their research quotations into the notebook.  Once text passages are in the notebook, the text can be annotated using the pens and more detailed notes can be typed into text boxes.  In a close reading activity, students can have the text open in a webpage and ‘sling’ the key passages of the text into the notebook.  It can be used for completing work which requires direct lines from the text by simply opening the .pdf of the work into SlingNote and going from there.  Using both browsers on this app, I imagine streamlining online research.  Students can research in one window, ‘sling’ their research into their notebook, and cite everything directly into EasyBib, all while on their iPad.
