Description of Application:

Socrative is a free student response system that enables teachers to create a virtual classroom where students can participate in educational exercises or competitive games.  There are two sides to the Socrative system.  Teachers must download the Socrative teacher application or go to www.socrative.com to design student assessments and games.  Students can access the Socrative virtual classroom from any device that has internet connectivity (e.g., tablets, laptops, phones).  If students wish to utilize their hand-held devices, they must download the Socrative student application.  This student response system is a fun and engaging way to quickly assess students’ knowledge and skills aligned with the common core.  The automatic scoring aspect of the system will save teachers time and provide valuable feedback about student learning.  
Incorporation Explanation:  
Teachers can incorporate the Socrative student response system in the classroom in many unique ways.  Single question activities, such as multiple choice, true/false, or short answer questions may be utilized as “do nows” or quick formative assessments to assess student understanding and inform instruction.  Quiz-based activities, such as pre-made quizzes, exit tickets, and space races may be used as summative assessments of student learning.  As students answer questions on their devices, the teacher receives immediate feedback in the form of charts or other data.  Student assessment results can also be emailed to the teacher in an Excel spreadsheet for a more in-depth analysis of performance.  During setup of the questions, teachers have the option to determine whether or not students’ responses will be anonymous.  Lastly, when utilizing the engaging space race game, teachers create questions ahead of time and students work in teams to quickly answer questions and move their rocket ship farthest across the screen.  

The Socrative student response system is beneficial for teachers who teacher students with special needs because it provides immediate feedback on student performance.
