Speaking and Listening Standards Grade 7

Description of App:

This app allows users to create a presentation of work on a notepad that can include drawings by the user, a picture taken by the user’s device and typed text.  In addition, users may create voice recordings to accompany the notes created.  Users may save files created.  The files can then be shared as images or pdf files via e-mail.  Users may print the file, share on facebook, or save the image to the device’s photo gallery.  Users can create full multimedia presentations.

Incorporation of App Into Classroom:

This app would be extremely useful when using collaborative groups in an English classroom.  When groups are working, it is often difficult for teachers to evaluate and assess each group on a daily basis.  With the use of this app, each group can keep a daily recording of the work and discussion for the day.  The voice recording feature can record full discussions or groups can choose to record small pieces of a discussion on a particular day.  Notes can be kept by the group about the topic of the discussion, the role of each group member, any necessary background information, or further comments that may be necessary but are not included in the voice recording.  The voice recorder can also be used by the group as a record of their own work and conversations.  Once completed with a task, the work can then be shared with the teacher via e-mail or by saving the work to the device,
